Tactical Tech Announces Global Launch of 
‘10 Tactics For Turning Information Into Action’ 


International NGO Tactical Tech today announced that the global launch of ‘10 Tactics For Turning Information Into Action’ will take place at the Frontline Club, London on December 4, 2009.


‘10 Tactics’ is a documentary film that explores the use of technology and social media platforms such as Google Earth, Twitter and Facebook on human rights advocacy in the developing world. The film presents ten strategies for turning information into action and is aimed at global human rights advocates, as well as campaigners of all kinds.

Stephanie Hankey, Co-Founder of Tactical Tech, explains: “Technology and social media platforms have revolutionised the way we communicate and campaign on global and local issues. We have seen examples of the power of social media to shine a spotlight on oppression and hold governments to account, notably in Iran and Burma.” 

“Using technology and social media can also, however, carry huge risks for individuals in terms of security and visibility. This film provides practical advice through the compelling and inspiring stories of human rights groups who have used technology effectively to maximise the impact of their work.” 

The film includes stories from 25 rights advocates from around the world who have successfully used information and digital technologies to create positive change. This includes the story of Noha Atef whose blog, TortureinEgypt.net, led to the release of illegally detailed prisoners in Egypt. In India, Dina Mehta explains how she was part of an online group that used Twitter to get blood donors and other essential support to hospitals during the Mumbai Terror attacks.

The global launch of ‘10 Tactics’ will take place at the Frontline Club, London on December 4 at 7pm. Tickets cost £8 Earlybird / Concessions, £10 Full Price.
